The article is aimed to explore the historical reasons for the backwardness
of China's scientific-technological development, which finally emerged in the
1950's. It was the result of prolonged neglect of development of the science
and technology system in the country and had a significant influence on the
formation of the international economic relations of the PRC as well as their
irregularity. For the Ukrainian economic thought it is typical to analyze the
state of scientific-technical specialization of China in the 1950's without ana-
lyzing the development of the science and technology system, which evolved
in the country for centuries and had been subjected to significant internal
and external influences. An appropriate analysis would provide for better
understanding and prognosing the system of science and technology of the
country, that has developed after the formation of the People's Republic of
China. The relevance of this problematics suggests analyzing the above fac-
tors and their necessary subsequent identification when forming the strategy
for developing science and technology in Ukraine to prevent further backlog
in the scientific-technological development.
